ife on Mars for a long time has been

is worth emphasizing that it has hap-
pen in America, that it were Americans who
so easily accepted the reality of Martians.

t is quite natural that sensational

proof of existence of the ancient
Martian Civilization was discovered in this
country. We are sure although, that no pop-
ular panic is forthcoming this time.

t may be a small miracle although

that the author of this proof, a first gen-
eration immigrant from the former USSR
known under the pseudonym Ery Mist, has
offered this discovery to magazine Woman's
World as a March 8 gift.

few words about Ery are in order.

Physicist and Computer Scientist,
he suddenly has got a lot of free time on his
hands. For him it was not an opportunity for
idle leisure, but a chance to work on the
problems in the area of Artificial Intelligence,
which he was interested in before. This proj-
ect was intended to implement the ideas
that were in works for a number of years.

instead it publishes them on Internet for
everyone to see.

t was worth the effort to look into this

priceless throw of information - an
opportunity of the lifetime. Even more, it was
a unique historical opportunity, something
that happens only ones in the history of
mankind. Ery Mist has fallen for it. He decid-
ed to freeze all his other projects, and focus
solely on the Mars photography. Possibly /it
is my suggestion only, / with hope to meet Al
on the Red Planet.

overs, incredibly, have surpassed

the most optimistic expectations, and
survived more than ten times longer than it
was planned. As a result they have produced
quite enough data for the dramatic, but well
grounded conclusions, reached by Ery.

For these three years, many hours
everyday, he has analyzed every
image from Mars - and especially every
stereo pair of images, which allow observ-
er to see three-dimensional picture.

he result was quite sensational:

among the objects photographed,
there have been clearly identified artifacts
of the ancient civilization of Mars.

ry was able to evaluate chances of

observed artifacts having been ran-
domly created by elements - and those
chances have been proven to be practical-
ly zero.

t is our expectation, that pretty soon
one of the leading TV channels will air
a presentation devoted to this discovery.
